World Skate Roller Freestyle competitions happened on a course replicating a street-like 
atmosphere composed of ramps, rails, ledges, walls, quarters pipe, jump box ... 
 
The performance of each rider is judged on overall impression of their runs in the Park. The 
overall composition of the runs is most important as the judge evaluates the sequences of 
tricks, the amount of risk in the routine, and how the rider uses the course. 
 
It’s a mix of style, technicity, flow, height, originality, creativity.

• Difficulty (refers to not only the tricks performed but also the placement of the tricks 
within the course and the combinations used) 

• Height (amplitude of the tricks performed)

• Lighting:1500 lux. 

• Timing, Scoring & Results: an interface between World Skate judging and Timing 
Agency technology.
